C A D R A  P OI N T  T R A I L 
	 2.0 miles round trip: Forested Dunes, 
Marsh, Lagoon Edge. 
Park in the gravel lot beyond the Lake Earl 
Wildlife Area Information Center. Trail 
starts from the parking area; go 0.2 miles 
on sand trail to gravel road, go right at 
road. Trail passes through forests, se-
cluded meadows, and wetlands. The 
Alder Marsh and Cadra Marsh side 
trails lead to the lagoon’s marshy 
edge. Trail opens with panoramic 
view of Lake Earl at old home-
stead site. Picnic table by the 
lagoon provides good viewing 
for birds.
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
